Dear Friends,

As we enter the season of Lent, we can use this
time to reflect wupon and prepare our
hearts...physically, emotionally and spiritually.

The following suggestions for our physical
hearts are adapted from the American Heart
Association’s pamphlet, “Heart Health Education”.

Heart disease is a primary cause of death and
disability, among both men and women, in the US.
Lifestyle choices impact your risk of this disease
significantly:

REDUCE YOUR RISK OF HEART DISEASE:
e Control you blood pressure and have it
checked regularly
e Exercise at least 3 times a week for 20
minutes or more at your target heart rate

e Eat a balanced diet reduced in fat,
cholesterol, and salt

¢ Quit smoking permanently

February 23. We’ll have heart healthy food, displays
with important information related to heart care, and
information about automated electronic defibrillators
(or AED’s). It is important to learn about your heart
to help prevent heart disease.
