If we hire someone to do a job, we pay them for it
when they have completed the task. If we go to the
movies, we pay for our ticket and go to watch the
show. We can choose to buy things or not, to have
work done or not, to go to the show or not, but we
cannot decide whether to pay for it or not. Wendb
even get to decide how much we will pay.

Church is different. We can choose to go or nbt, o
course, but we can also choose how much to corribu
financially. We can not only decide how much teegi

but even if we give at all. And, when we do gisice

we do not “have to,” it is easy to think of what e
doing as actually going above and beyond what we
have to do. Which, technically, we are.

None of us has to pay to be part of God's people.
That's a good thing, since there is nothing we doul
pay that would be enough anyway. We are blessed to
have a Savior who has already paid our way. In so
many ways.

Still, for the work of the church to continue, fany of

us to really effectively function as the hands et of
God, we must do it as a body of Christ, as God's
people. And we must have a place to congregate to
that. We must have heat, lights, and so forth. miiet
have paid staff to equip us and care for us, auilis,

and the business of the church. We must have
resources to fund the projects by which we readhoou
others, to manifest God'’s love in the world. Add a
these things must be funded whether we are present
not. Whether we remember or not. Whether we are
having a tough month or not.

Erin has recently made a choice to live up to its
potential in some significant ways. We have chosen
not only to maintain the current functions and
programs of the church, we have chosen to prepare o
facility for the next 50 or more years.
