Dear Friends,

The devastation in Haiti is hard to comprehend.
Even charity agencies and mission workers feel
completely helpless by what has occurred. Richard
Stearns, the President of World Vision, who has
been on many missions for years said thls:
thought | was prepared, but when | got there, |
was just overwhelmed.”

The need of the Haitian people is great. They are
amongst the poorest people in the world. Many
Christian missions have been working in Haiti for

decades. This horrifying earthquake has
completely set back much of the progress that
those missions have accomplished.

In the midst of our own renovations, | wondered
how we could help the people of Haiti. For the
past several weeks, I've been scouring mission
sites and news agencies trying to find
organizations that we could support. It's going to

take decades before the Haitian people can get

back to where they were, so it's going to take us
years to be focused on how we can give money
and resources in aid.

Firstly, our own denomination has its own
international relief organization. It's called
Presbyterian Disaster Assistance, PDA for short.
Almost a quarter of a million dollars has already
been sent to Haiti via the agency. They hope to
raise that to $500,000 in the near future. Our

church has already contributed about $700 and we

hope to bring that up to several thousands.

Secondly, | wanted to help our church kids
understand how important it is to help people in
need over a long time. On Sunday"2%nuary |

handed them each a piece of paper with six special
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draings on it.  The drawings were of al
washcloth, soap, comb, toothbrush, toothpast

and shampoo. These are all necessary items for

hygiene kits that a Haitian orphanage mission i
collecting in South Dakota. For the next siX
weeks, our kids and all our worshippers will bg
asked to bring in an item for the kit. The follogin
items are needed on the listed dates:

Jan 31 Washcloth
Feb 14 Comb
Feb 28 Toothpaste

Feb 7 Soap
Feb 21 Toothbrush
Mar 7 Shampoo

Boxes will be placed in the narthex for church
members and the church kids will have a box i
the sanctuary. As the families come down for th
Children’s sermon, the kids will be able to drop
their items in a box.

It doesn’t seem that much to us, but when @
orphaned child in Haiti receives these items, he
she will feel loved and hopeful. And isn’t that why
Christ established His Church in the first placef
Spreading the Good News of the Gospel isn’t jug
about words; it's also about loving our neighbory
and helping the poor.

I hope that you will all continue to support Haiti
throughout this year. Look out for new
opportunities to help in our future worship
bulletins and newsletters.
