Last March after “Joyful Sounds” participated in 
the Knoxville Handbell Festival and heard the 
handchimes played, it was decided that Erin 
needed a set of handchimes.   Not only would the 
handbell choir benefit from them, but because of 
their ease of handling and virtual indestructibility, 
the children of the congregation would also enjoy 
making music with them. 
In January Erin’s Session approved the purchase 
of a two octave set of handchimes (25 chimes) 
which was delivered a few weeks ago and on 
February 28th “Joyful Sounds” will play them 
during their anthem “Road to Jerusalem”.

From the CE Coordinator 
When I joined Facebook (FB) several years ago, I felt a little silly. But both of my kids were on FB, so I thought at 
least I can keep up with my kids!  And so I joined, never thinking it would be such a useful tool for church as well.  
 

Today I have many friends on FB: people from Seminary, colleagues in the Presbytery and the larger PC(USA), and 
people from some of the churches I’ve served, including Erin. It’s easy to get the word out about events happening at 
church; I also have found opportunities to do pastoral care online. I have to say, I’m a big fan of FB, and while I don’t 
at all believe it takes the place of sitting down with someone face-to-face, it’s a nice supplement to everyday personal 
interactions. If you’ve never tried FB, or your kids are on or want to join and you want to know more, here are a few 
simple tips: 
 

1. Just like other places on the internet, people may not always present themselves as they really are and everyone must 
be careful about how much information they share.  
2. You can control somewhat who gets to see your information on the profile information page.   
3. Don’t think that just because you’re friends with someone on FB that you’re going to have contact with them 
constantly.  
4. Don’t think anything you put on FB is really private.  
5. Edit what you say in a comment - if you wouldn’t say it to them in person, don’t write it on their wall.  
If you have questions about FB, I can probably help…or find someone who can. And, if you’re on FB and we’re not 
friends, friend me!  And check out the new FB group D/CE@EPC-- a group dedicated to Discipleship and Christian 
Education at Erin.  To find it, when you’re signed into FB, type the name into the search box at the top of the page and 
a link to it will appear.

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March is Multiple Sclerosis Awareness Month 
During the month of March, we will be providing orange 
awareness ribbons in the narthex each Sunday morning so 
that anyone who has been touched by MS (yourself, a loved 
one, a neighbor, co-worker, etc.) can wear one during the 
service.  After each worship service, please place the ribbons 
back into the container for the next week. 
 
What exactly is Multiple Sclerosis (MS)?  MS is a chronic, 
often disabling disease that attacks the central nervous 
system (brain and spinal cord).  Symptoms may be mild, 
such as numbness in the limbs or one side of the face, or 
severe, such as paralysis on one side of the body or in one 
limb or loss of vision in one or both eyes. The progress, 
severity, and specific symptoms of MS vary among each 
person and are unpredictable.  Attacks and remissions are 
also different for each person.  Symptoms may also vary 
over time in the same person.  Because of all these factors, it 
is a very difficult disease to diagnose. 
   
Every day one person is given the diagnosis of multiple 

sclerosis, and their lifetime of 
questions and search for answers 
begins…Is MS fatal?  No, only in rare 
cases.  Is MS contagious?  No.  Can 
MS be cured?  No, not yet.  The cause 
and cure of MS is the subject of 
intensive worldwide research. Can MS 
be treated?  Yes.  In the past fifteen 

years, the FDA has approved several drugs that have been 
shown to be effective in modifying the natural course of two 
of the types of MS.  There are also many medications to 
relieve or moderate MS symptoms.  Prompt management of 
symptoms is vital. 
There will be a bulletin board near the resource room with 
information on MS.  Please take a moment to check out the 
brochures and ways you might be able to get involved, even 
if it’s by being a more informed person.  The information on 
the board will change each week and there will be brochures 
that you can take with you, if you like.  Cecilia Stinnett will 
share her own story there in the upcoming weeks:  “I am the 
face of MS.”

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In an effort to keep you updated with Erin’s outreach activities, committee members intend to share information about 
local, national and international efforts in each news letter.  Please talk to us when you have questions or additional 
interests, better yet, join the Outreach Team!!! 
 

The Middle East is known as the cradle of our faith.  It is where numerous religious and ethnic groups including 
diverse sects of Jews, Christians and Muslims lived together in harmony.   It is said that the Christians who live in the 
Middle East today are the “living stones” of the early church; after all it is there that Jesus began his ministry.  Civil 
war has dramatically reduced the number of worshipping   Christian from 54% to 2% in Lebanon and to 13% in Syria.   
 

Through all the unrest, the Near East School of Theology (NEST) has operated continually since 1932.  The majority 
of clergy, for both Lebanon and Syria are graduates of the school.  NEST is supported by our Presbyterian synod, 
Lutherans and the United Church of Christ.   They have received support from Erin and are a line item in our budget 
this year.  The school has been at its present location in Beirut since 1971.  During the 2008 – 2009 academic year 
students came from Lebanon, Syria, Jordan, Palestine Sudan, Kenya and Armenia.   
 

This from the President Dr. Mary Mikail in her latest newsletter “ One very significant activity took place on February 
2-14, 2009 when NEST  had ten persons from five Presbyterian Churches in Iraq to be trained in children, youth and 
women’s work.  This was a general introduction to all fields of church work.  We praise God for this newly opened 
door to serve the church in Iraq.”  
 

Dr.  Mikail is the author of the horizon bible study “Joshua” which is being used at Erin and most of the churches in 
our Presbytery.  As well as providing higher education for clergy NEST has an open door policy and many times the 
school has protected the public from bombings.  Anyone in need of temporary shelter is welcome.  We were amazed at 
the “safe place” when we toured the three floors below street level; since that is where the inside pool is housed there is 
always water available for emergency use.    
 

As a Presbyterian, I find it very interesting that in Beirut Lebanon the 500 years of Calvin’s birthday was highlighted 
by a visiting   professor from Princeton Seminary.  Dr. Elsie McKee presented a seminar the dealt with “The Relevance 
of Calvin for Church Life Today.”  
 

As contributions are decreasing due to the present financial crisis Dr. Mikhael says,” We deeply appreciate our Friends 
who continue to pray and support us in an area of the world that is in great need for renewal.” 
 

Observations on Presbytery of East TN (PET) 
Feb. 20 was my first time as a Commissioned (by our Session) Elder to represent Erin at a PET general meeting.  
That means I got to vote on several things, perhaps the most important being whether to require a balanced 
Presbytery budget for 2010 and 2011, and what group should make it happen. There must have been some lively 
discussions during lunch, for in the afternoon, we voted in a proposal to balance the budget, reversing the morning 
decision. 
Four members of Erin are active in Presbytery:   Pat Wallin, 2010 Chair of Care of Congregations Subcommittee, 
Committee on Ministry;  Sonja DuBois, recently elected Moderator of the Serve Mission Team;  Rev. Sharon Carter, 
Search Committee for General Presbyter (executive head of PET); and Charles Snodgrass on Finance & Stewardship.   
Thirty-five thousand hygiene kits have already been sent to Haiti by the PC(USA) Presbyterian Disaster Assistance 
group.   Hard to believe that’s just a “drop in the bucket” for the hundreds of thousands of people in distress in Haiti ! 
Before we got down to business, Kalli Elliott (Presbytery minister for U.T. college students) and several college kids 
led a challenging, uplifting devotional service.  Kalli spoke about the distorted view of Christianity by people outside 
the church.  “The Church doesn’t even believe what it wants us to believe.”  She said our message, our core identity 
should be “to find hope and grace here and now to live out our oneness in Christ.” This oneness began the night He 
was arrested with Jesus’ prayer for His Disciples and all who believe. John 20.
