Hey folks!

This year, April begins in the middle of Holy Week.
It's our first time through these stories together, but
in a parallel to the way the calendar fell this year, we
are also in the middle of one another’s stories.

This congregation turns 150 years old next year. In
that time, the average pastoral tenure is about 12
years. Each of those pastors shaped the life of this
congregation in innumerable ways during their
respective periods of leadership. We are also in our
third location. I'll celebrate the 12th anniversary of
my ordination in August, and this is the third
congregation | have served as pastor. Each of my
previous congregations has shaped my ministry as
well. Yet neither this pastor nor this congregation
are at the end of their story, God is now working
through each of us to shape the other.

I'm grateful for that. | am comforted to know that
God's not done with me yet. I still have much to
learn about the mysteries of faith, and I still have
habits that | will either develop or leave behind. God
will continue to mold me as both a follower of Jesus
Christ and as a Ministry of Word and Sacrament, and
I'm so grateful that God is using this church to do
that.

This congregation is not the same as it was five
years ago, and odds are we will continue to grow
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and change together over the years to come. We
will find new expressions of faith and create new
ways to nurture those expressions as the Spirit
gives us ability. We will preserve our identity and
traditions as we adapt them to new situations. | am
so grateful that God calls me to walk through this
part of our story with y’all.

| am grateful that | am here for the middle of y'all’s
story, and that you are here for the middle of mine.

The disciples of the Gospels didn’t know they were
in the middle of the story. Once they got to
Jerusalem, they assumed it was close to the end.
When Jesus was crucified, they were sure the
story had ended, and all but a few of them fled in
terror. The resurrection, however, showed that we
are never at the end of our story until God makes
all things new.

This month begins in the middle of Holy Week, and
just as Easter extends beyond the tomb, so too our
stories extend beyond what we can see. We are
only now spelling out this chapter, but God has
already written the ending: abundant life and
steadfast love.

OUTREACH FOCUS:
Serenity Ministries

Erin Presbyterian has included Serenity Ministries
in its Outreach budget for many years. Part of
Knox Area Rescue Ministries (KARM), they began
38 years ago as a domestic violence shelter.

Today Serenity offers an 18-month residential
recovery program that serves up to 32 women
and their children. Through classes and
counseling, women uncover the root causes of
their problems in a loving, Christian environment;
enjoy a restored life free from addiction, domestic
violence, and homelessness; and are empowered
to succeed for the rest of their lives. Lori’s story is
just one example:

Lori looked for love in abusive relationships that
led to drug and alcohol addiction. Eventually she
lost everything. “I had nothing. No place to live.
No clothes, no money. My vehicle was
impounded. The police even took my dog to a
pound,” she says. “| needed somewhere to stay.
I didn’t know what to do — but I did know about
KARM.”

At rock bottom, Lori came to Serenity for a second
chance and found a nonjudgmental home where
she could heal. Through counseling and classes
she discovered a love for helping others. Now,
Lori wants to work with other women her age to
show them it's not too late to change their lives.
“Before | came to KARM | was hopeless,” she
says. “l thought | was too old to make my life
worth anything. Now | have a new life. | have
things to offer other people. | have hope.”

Beginning the Sunday after Easter and ending on
May 17, we will collect shampoo and conditioner,
body wash, deodorant, tampons and pads, laundry
detergent pods, dryer sheets, and dishwashing
liquid to help support this worthwhile program.
You can place items in the decorated box in the
narthex.

You can also support KARM when you donate

clothing, toys and baby items, housewares and
linens, and furniture. Just drop off gently used
items at a KARM Store using the drive-up lane.
When the KARM employee asks for your name,

request Erin Presbyterian as the beneficiary of
your donations; you can still take advantage of the
tax deduction.

KARM then returns a portion of the value of these
items to Erin via KARM Store gift cards. In 2024
we received over $700 in KARM gift cards that
were given to people who come to the church
office seeking help.

She is
remembered for her open heart and generous
hospitality, welcoming Paul and other believers
into her home and helping establish one of the
early Christian communities. Lydia’s story
reminds us of the power of creating space for
faith, fellowship, and encouragement in the midst
of daily life.

After she and her
household were baptized, she urged us, saying,

‘If you consider me faithful to the Lord, come and
stay at my home.””
